She has written two materials in this manner, especially the Psycholinguistics courses at the
undergraduate and the Postgraduate levels, and in preparation of two more while she has edited
several other materials, with the PG Syntax course being the most recent. The one on the PG

process. She is also a creative writer with a number of published works to her credit, including
Meditations, Just a Little, The Weaker One, Inspired Verses, More than Gold, and so on.
